Spring Term 1
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Communication and Language


We will listen to stories with increasing attention and recall.  We will demonstrate two-channelled attention and learn how to listen and do for a short span.  We will respond to what we hear with relevant actions. We will listen to instructions and follow them accurately, asking for clarification if necessary.  We will listen attentively with sustained concentration to follow a story without pictures or props.  We will follow instructions involving several ideas or actions and begin to use more complex sentences to link thoughts. We will develop our own narrative by connecting ideas or events and we will recount experiences and imagine possibilities, often connecting ideas. We will use intonation, rhythm and phrasing to make the meaning clear to others and we will learn to express ourselves effectively. 





We will also use a range of vocabulary in imaginative ways to add information, express ideas or to explain or justify actions or events.  We will show awareness of listeners’ needs.





We will experience speaking in small group, whole class and whole school situations and to a wider audience.

We will be learning how to move freely and with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways.We will experiment with different ways of moving and show good control in both large and small movements.  We will learn how to draw lines and circles using gross motor movements.We will learn to run skilfully and negotiate space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles. In fine motor, we will continue to form recognisable letters using the correct formation and begin to look at simple joins. We will handle pencils effectively for writing and work on making our handwriting neat and making sure it sits on the line. We will also work on reducing the size of our handwriting.

We will develop awareness of our own feelings, and know that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.  We will talk about our own behaviour and its consequences.  We will begin to accept the needs of others and take turns/share resources, sometimes with support from others.  





We will understand and follow rules.We will play group games with rules. 





We will listen to each other’s suggestions and plan how to achieve an outcome without adult help.  We will play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas. 
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
