If your child in 
Reception is 4 years old and would still like to have a go- they can do so for the school book as we will take 
copies of all entries to create a book of short stories for each school so that the children’s hard work and 
efforts can still be celebrated. 
 
There are two age groups in the 500 Words competition - one for children aged 5-9, and another for children 
aged 10-13. 
There are Gold, Silver and Bronze prizes up for grabs in each age group. 
1st Prize - Chris Evans' height in books and an invite to visit the set of a CBBC production! 
The Gold winners in each age group will win a pile of books as tall as the chair of our expert judging panel –
