Spring Term 2
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English





Reading:  We will continue to work on all our literacy skills – reading, spelling, writing, phonics and high frequency words. We will hear and say the sounds in words, linking sounds to letters and naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet.  We will use our phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately.  We will learn to recognise high frequency words in different contexts.  We will develop our fluency of reading by using phonic, semantic and syntactic knowledge to understand unfamiliar vocabulary.  We will use rhyme, onomatopoeic words and alliteration. 





Writing:  We will use clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing sounds correctly and in sequence.  We will use our phonic knowledge to write words in ways that match their spoken sounds.  We will spell some words correctly and apply these in a range of contexts.  We will spell phonically regular words of more than one syllable as well as many irregular, but high frequency words. We will write simple sentences that can be read by ourselves and others.  We will begin to increase the quantity of our written work.  We will develop a more fluent handwriting using our cursive style and learn how to make our writing smaller, neater and position it well on the line – improving our presentation. 
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What’s That Sound?
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Mathematics





In mathematics, we will use number names and language spontaneously.  We will count objects beyond 10.  We will realise that anything can be counted, including steps, claps or jumps.  We will count objects or actions which cannot be moved and will count reliably to 20 and beyond.  We will use positional language and order two or three items by length, height, weight or capacity.  We will use everyday language about capacity.  We will estimate, measure, weigh and compare and order objects and talk about properties, position and time. There will be a focus on addition and subtraction, 3D shape and time using our White Rose Maths approach. 
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Expressive Arts and Design


We will enjoy joining in with dancing and ring games.  We will begin to hold a repertoire of songs and dances.  We will sing songs.We will explore and learn how sounds can be changed.  We will explore the different sounds of instruments.  We will make music.  Through our explorations, we will find out and make decisions about how media and materials can be combined and changed. We will tap out repeated rhythms.  We will explore the different sounds of instruments and develop our own ideas through selecting and using materials and working on processes that interest us. 





Understanding the World








People and Communities:  We will recognise and describe special times or events for family or friends.  We will enjoy joining in with family customs and routines.  We will show sensitivity to others who have different likes and dislikes.  We will understand that different people have different beliefs, attitudes, customs and traditions and why it is important to treat them with respect.
