English





Reading:  We will continue to work on all our literacy skills – reading, spelling, writing, phonics and high frequency words. We will listen to stories with increasing attention and recall and begin to read words using the action word approach.  We will learn phonics using letters and sounds and use them along with both semantic and syntactic knowledge to understand familiar vocabulary. We will also begin to put sounds together to read simple words – using all of phase 2 phonics and some phase 3 sounds.





Writing:  We will learn how to give meaning to marks that we make as we draw and paint.  We will be learning more about sentence structure and that letters make words, words make sentences.  We will practise our sentence writing skills. We will think about which sounds we can hear in words and use these in our written work.  We will also develop our handwriting using the letterjoin programme – working initially on handwriting patterns and then leading onto letters of the alphabet in letter families using the cursive style.

Mathematics





In mathematics, we will continue our work on numbers 0-20 and begin to record our number calculations of both addition and subtraction.  We will continue to use practical apparatus and mark making to help us solve our calculations.  We will continue to estimate, then check by counting and we will be finding one more than and one less than a given number.  We will continue to look at pattern making and work on symmetrical patterns.  We will also continue our work on shape, both 2D and 3D with the focus being on learning all the names and learning about the properties of shapes.  We will also have some work on money to complete.  We will be looking at counting in steps of 10 and be introduced to counting in steps of 2.  We will look at odd and even numbers too.  We will increase our knowledge and understanding of mathematical language related to all of the above.

Understanding the World





We will look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change. We will make observations about animals and be familiar with basic scientific concepts.





In Technology, we will know how to operate simple equipment.  We will interact with age appropriate computer software.  We will select and use technology for a particular purpose and we will select appropriate applications that support an identified need.  We will recognise that technology is used in school and find out about and use a range of everyday technology – including computers, i-pads, green screen, ozobots and digital cameras. We will continue to work on activities on school360 and reading eggs. We will also continue to look at entries on Tapestry – our online learning journal. 





In R.E., we will be looking at why and how we are special.  We will be thinking about differences and the diversity of our world.  We will also be thinking of Jesus as a special person and celebrating the story of Christmas as Jesus’ birthday. 











Expressive Arts and Design





We will begin to realise that tools can be used for a purpose and use simple tools and techniques competently and appropriately.  We will learn how to use tools safely.  We will develop our own ideas through selecting and using materials and working on processes that interest us.  We will be exploring self-portraits using mirror images to help us.  We will also be using technology to create symmetrical pictures and patterns. 





We will explore how sounds can be changes and the sounds of different instruments as we make music.  Through our explorations, we will find out and make decisions about how media and materials can be combined and changed.   We will sing a few familiar songs and begin to build a repertoire of songs and dances.   We will also be practising our Christmas performance – The Hoity Toity Angel.
