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Personal, Social and Emotional Development





Self-confidence and Self-awareness:  We will enjoy the responsibility of carrying out small tasks.  We will be confident to speak to others.  We will say why we like some activities more than others.  We will be resourceful in finding support or information when needed.  We will do this through taking care of nature – our allotment, school grounds and our mini-beasts and their habitats. 





Managing Feelings and Behaviour: We will learn how to take turns and share.  We will begin to be able to negotiate and solve problems without aggression.  We will learn how to work as part of a group.  We will stop and thing before acting and wait for things we want. 





Making Relationships:  We will keep play going by responding to what others are saying and doing.  We will take steps to resolve conflict.  We will play co-operatively including group games with rules.





Changes:  Our PSED theme is entitled ‘Changes’.  We will be doing some work on transition to ensure that this is seamless into Year 1.  We will learn the systems and procedures necessary as we move into a more formal learning environment. We will spend time with our new class teacher.
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Communication and Language


Listening and Attention:  We will listen to a range of stories and poems about mini-beasts.  We will identify rhyming words and learn poems off by heart. 





Understanding: We will respond to instructions involving a two-part sequence.  We will follow more complicated sets of instructions involving several ideas or actions.We will show understanding of prepositions such as ‘under’ ‘on top’ and ’behind’.  





Speaking:  We will listen to the story of Snail Trail by Ruth Brown and then retell the story using talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events.  We will develop our own narrative by connecting ideas or events.  We will recount experiences and imagine possibilities, often connecting ideas.  We will use a range of vocabulary in imaginative ways to add information and express ideas or to explain or justify actions or events – for example, “Who am I?’ to describe mini-beasts. 
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Physical Development


Moving and Handling:  We will use one handed tools and equipment appropriately and showing increasing control.  Along with a focus on developing our fine motor control and handwriting, we will work with scissors, hole punches, needles for threading and sewing activities and woodwork tools.  We will make funky finger webs, snail trails and leaf confetti.  We will also continue to work with gardening tools when developing our growing areas. 
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
