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English





Reading:  We will continue to work on all our literacy skills – reading, spelling, writing, phonics and high frequency words. We will listen to stories with increasing attention and recall and begin to read words using the action word approach.  We will learn phonics using letters and sounds and use them along with both semantic and syntactic knowledge to understand familiar vocabulary. We will also begin to put sounds together to read simple words – using all of phase 2 phonics and some phase 3 sounds. We will think about the parts of a story – the beginning, middle, end.  We will learn about characters, setting and plot. 





Writing:  We will learn how to give meaning to marks that we make as we draw and paint.  We will be learning more about sentence structure and that letters make words, words make sentences.  We will practise our sentence writing skills. We will think about which sounds we can hear in words and use these in our written work.  We will also develop our handwriting using the letterjoin programme – working initially on handwriting patterns and then leading onto letters of the alphabet in letter families using the cursive style. We will begin to write more complicated sentences using because, and, but. We will begin to use the language of narrative.

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Mathematics





In mathematics, we will learn how to identify how many objects there are in a set, recognise numerals 1-20. We will count reliably to 20 and estimate a number of objects then check by counting. We will use quantities and objects to add two single-digit numbers. We will match numeral and quantity correctly. We will estimate, measure, weigh and compare and order objects and talk about properties, position and time. We will show an interest in shape and space by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects. We will select a particular named shape and describe shapes using mathematical language.We will complete a range of STEM activities which will develop our application and transference of skills.
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Understanding the World





We will be developing an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time.We will show care and concern for living things and the environment.We will make observations about plants and become familiar with basic scientific concepts. We will begin to talk about why things happen and how things work.We will look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change.We will explain why things happen.We will say how materials are the same or different and we will know the properties of some materials and be able to suggest some of the purposes they are used for. ��In Technology, we will know how to operate simple equipment.  We will interact with age appropriate computer software including computers, i-pads, green screen, ozobots and digital cameras. We will continue to work on activities on school360 and reading eggs. We will also continue to look at entries on Tapestry – our online learning journal.





In RE, we will be listening to a range of Bible stories and looking at the messages they hold.








Expressive Arts and Design





When being imaginative, we will capture experiences and responses with a range of different media.  We will create simple representation of events, people and objects.  We will use what we have learnt about media and materials in original ways thinking about uses and purposes.  We will talk about features of our own work and that of others’, recognising the differences between them and the strengths of others.  We will realise that tools can be used for a purpose and manipulate materials to achieve a planned effect.  We will use tools safely. Through our explorations we will find out and make decisions about how media and materials can be combined and changed.We will use a variety of construction materials and construct with a purpose in mind.
