Learning Achievements

Class 1 - We've had a fabulous week in Reception. We have started our topic all about minibeasts. We went on
a bug safari in our Forest school area and found lots of minibeasts. We've been enjoying the story 'What the
Ladybird Heard' and have been finding rhyming pairs. We've also been learning about onomatopoeia. In Maths,
we have started to explore numbers beyond 10 and have been representing them in different ways. We have
been working hard in our outside area and have created a den, minibeast habitat, water play area,
construction/transport area and a natural materials creative art area.
