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Communication and Language


Listening and Attention:  We will share a range of bedtime nursery rhymes and songs with the children. We will practise singing the songs and rhymes at various times of the day until the children become familiar with them and can choose a favourite. We will read the story How to catch a star!  by Oliver Jeffers. After reading, show the children a story bag that contains pictures of props from the story. 


 


Understanding: We will think about the question, Who works when I am asleep? We will encourage the children to say which jobs they would like to do and ask them to record their ideas with words, pictures and captions. 


 





Speaking: We will read the story When the World Is Ready for Bed by Gillian Shields and explore how the children’s bedtime routines are similar or different to each other. We will also talk about nocturnal animals, encouraging the children to talk about and name some nocturnal animals.
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Personal, Social and Emotional Development





Self-confidence and Self-awareness:  We will enjoy the responsibility of carrying out small tasks.  We will be confident to speak to others.  We will say why we like some activities more than others.  We will be resourceful in finding support or information when needed.  





Managing Feelings and Behaviour: We will begin to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others. We will work as part of a group. We will become confident to speak in a class group. We will read Owl Babies, a story by Martin Waddell. Ask the children ‘How do you think the owl babies felt when they woke up to find their mummy had gone?’ and ‘How did they feel when she came back?’ Encourage the children to talk about how they feel when they have to leave someone they love. 





Making Relationships:  We will encourage the children to play together, introducing a narrative to their play. We will encourage the children to talk about ways of resolving problems and work together to agree on solutions. We will begin to understand someone else’s point of view can be different to our own.

Moving and Handling:  We will use one handed tools and equipment appropriately and showing increasing control.  Along with a focus on developing our fine motor control and handwriting, we will work with scissors and hole punches. We will develop confidence to move in a range of different ways. 
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
