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Personal, Social and Emotional Development





We will develop independence in selecting resources.  We will develop confidence to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.  We will begin to accept the needs of others and take turns, sometimes with the support of others.  We will begin to be able to negotiate and solve problems without aggression.  We will work as part of a group, listening to each other’s suggestions and planning how to achieve an outcome without adult help.  We will learn how to keep play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.  We will initiate conversations, attend to and take account of what others say.  We will resolve minor disagreements through listening to each other and coming up with a fair solution. 





Our PSED theme is understanding and managing feelings.  I will learn how to tell when I am feeling sad or angry.  I will be able to tell you how it feels when things are unfair, if I am missing someone or have lost someone or something that I care about. I will begin to understand that if someone leaves me they can still love me and that I can remember someone I care about even if they are not there. I will be able to talk about how I can feel better when I am feeling sad or am missing someone.  I will be able to say what is fair and unfair and know ways I can make things fair.
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Communication and Language


Listening and Attention:  We will listen to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests us.  We will respond to what we hear and make relevant comments.  We will listen in a larger group.  We will join in with repeated refrains and anticipate key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.  We will increase our attention span, concentrate and sit quietly during appropriate activities. 





Understanding: We will respond to instructions involving a two-part sequence.  We will follow more complicated sets of instructions involving several ideas or actions.





Speaking:  We will build up vocabulary linked to our theme on food.  We will extend vocabulary, by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words.  We will learn to express ourselves effectively and develop our confidence to speak in large group situations.  We will use vocabulary in imaginative ways to add information, express ideas or to explain or justify actions or events. 
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Physical Development


Moving and Handling:  We will use one handed tools and equipment appropriately and showing increasing control.  We will handle tools, objects and construction safely.  


Health and Self-Care:  We will observe the effects of activity on our bodies.  We will show some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health.  We will talk about ways to keep healthy and know about and make healthy choices in relation to healthy eating and exercise. We will eat a healthy range of foodstuffs and understand the need for variety in food.  We will explain why a healthy diet is important. 
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
