Summer Term 2
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English





Reading:  We will continue to work on all our literacy skills – reading, spelling, writing, phonics and high frequency words. We will hear and say the sounds in words, linking sounds to letters and naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet.  We will use our phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately.  We will increase our number of high frequency words known and learn to recognise them in different contexts.  We will develop our fluency of reading by using phonic, semantic and syntactic knowledge to understand unfamiliar vocabulary.  We will use rhyme and alliteration.  We will demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read and we will describe the main events in simple stories. 





Writing:  We will develop our formation of letters using the letterjoin programme and use clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing sounds correctly and in sequence. We will work on developing both size and neatness in our written work.  We will use our phonic knowledge to write words in ways that match their spoken sounds.  We will spell some words correctly and apply these in a range of contexts.  We will spell phonically regular words of more than one syllable as well as many irregular, but high frequency words. We will write simple sentences that can be read by ourselves and others.  We will continue to increase the quantity of our written work.  We will use narrative in our written work.

Understanding the World





Our science for this half-term will focus on understanding the world of mini-beasts.  We will talk about observations – similarities and differences, patterns and change.  We will create a mini-beast café and find out which food mini-beasts prefer. 





We will look at the similarities and differences between mini-beasts.  We will have butterfly eggs to hatch, stick insects to study camouflage, a wormery to look at how worms process soil and vegetable matter. We will read the story of ‘Superworm’ by Julia Donaldson and carry out simple investigations. 





We will have regular mini-beast hunts and see how many different creatures we can find and keep them for a short while to investigate.  We will have a range of non-fiction books to support our theme available as well as having access to ‘google’ to find out mini-beast facts. 





We will also be setting up a mini-beast hotel to see which mini-beasts we can attract. 





Mathematics





In mathematics, we will use number names and language spontaneously.  We will count objects to 20 and beyond.  We will estimate a number of objects and check by counting. We will solve problems using addition, subtraction, halves and doubles.We will use positional language and order two or three items by length, height, weight or capacity.  We will estimate, measure, weigh and compare and order objects and talk about properties, position and time. We will continue to follow the White Rose Maths programme and begin to develop quick recall of number facts.
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Expressive Arts and Design


In Expressive Arts and Design, we will be creating movements in response to music and use movements and gestures to express and respond to feelings, ideas and experiences. We will be listening to ‘The Flight of the Bumble-Bee by Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov and the contrasting music ‘Debussy’s Arabesque No. 1’ which is suggestive of a butterfly.


We will explore colours and use mixing to see how they can be changed. We will look at snail art and ‘The Snail’ by Henry Matisse as our inspiration. 


We will manipulate materials and use a variety of materials and techniques and create some mini-beast finger puppets.
