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English





Reading:  We will continue to work on all our literacy skills – reading, spelling, writing, phonics and high frequency words. We will hear and say the sounds in words, linking sounds to letters and naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet.  We will begin to develop our phonic knowledge to read words and simple sentences We will enjoy an increasing range of books.We will demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read and we will describe the main events in simple stories. 





Writing:  We will develop our formation of letters using the letterjoin programme and use clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing sounds correctly and in sequence. We will begin to write short sentences in meaningful contexts and write simple sentences which can be read.�


We will begin to spell phonically regular words of more than 1 syllable as well as many irregular but high frequency words.
