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Personal, Social and Emotional Development





We will become aware of our own feelings, and know that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.  We will understand that our actions affect other people.  We will talk about others’ behaviour and consequences.  We will demonstrate friendly behaviour, initiating conversation and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.  We will initiate conversations, attend to and take account of what others say. We will listen to others ideas and understand that someone else’s point of view can be different from ours.  We will play co-operatively and play group games with rules.  We will keep play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.





Our PSED theme is ‘Good to be me’ and is about knowing ourselves. We will be able to tell you the things that we like doing and things that we don’t.  We will be able to say how we feel when we are feeling proud. We will learn to understand my feelings and be able to tell you when we are feeling excited, good and happy. We will learn how to manage our feelings by being able to stay still and quiet for a short time and we will learn how to relax with help. We will also learn how to stand up for ourselves – by being able to say what I need and be able to stand up for our own needs and rights without hurting others. �
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Communication and Language


Listening and Attention:  We will focus attention – still listen and do, but be able to shift our own attention.  We will listen attentively in a range of situations.  We will listen to instructions and follow them accurately, asking for clarification if necessary.  We will respond to what we hear with relevant actions.  We will listen with increasing attention and recall and develop sustained concentration to follow a story without pictures or props. 





Understanding: We will respond to simple instructions involving a two-part sequence and involving several ideas or actions.





Speaking:  We will build up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of our experiences.  We will extend vocabulary by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words.  We will express ourselves effectively.  We will use a range of vocabulary in imaginative ways to add information, express ideas or to explain or justify actions or events.
